The abstract must be written in English and be concise and comprehensive. The abstract length should be between 150 and 250 words. It must be structured and include four main elements: Purpose (research objectives and problem), Methods (design, participants, and data analysis techniques), Results (the most significant key findings), and Conclusion/Implications (conclusions and the practical or theoretical implications of the findings). Avoid using uncommon abbreviations and citations within the abstract.
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1. Introduction (Arial 14)
The introduction should present the research background clearly and concisely. Begin with a broader context and gradually narrow down to the specific problem you are investigating. Include a relevant literature review to position your research within the current scholarly discussion and to highlight the gap in previous research. Conclude this section by explicitly stating the research objectives, research questions, and the contribution or novelty offered by your study.
Manuscripts should be between 3,000 and 7,000 words, including references, tables, and figures and font Arial size 10.
2. Method
The method section should explain in detail how the research was conducted, enabling other researchers to replicate your study. Describe in detail:
· Research Design: Explain the research design used (e.g., quantitative, qualitative, mixed-methods, experiment, case study, etc.).
· Participants/Sample: Describe the research participants or sample, how they were selected, and relevant demographic characteristics. Ensure participant anonymity is maintained.
· Instruments: Describe the instruments used for data collection (e.g., questionnaires, interview guides, tests, observation sheets). Explain the validity and reliability of the instruments where relevant.
· Procedure: Outline the data collection steps chronologically.
· Data Analysis: Explain the data analysis techniques or procedures used to answer the research questions.

After presenting each finding, directly interpret its meaning. Do not simply repeat the figures from the tables. Relate the findings back to the research questions and the relevant literature from the introduction. Discuss whether your results support, contradict, or extend existing research. Explain the theoretical and practical implications of your study. At the end of this section, acknowledge the limitations of your research and suggest directions for future studies.
Guidance on Tables, Figures, and Formulae
Tables: The table title (e.g., Table 1.) and its caption are placed ABOVE the table. The table must be referred to in the text before it is displayed. Use a simple table format (avoid vertical lines). If a table is very wide, place it at the top or bottom of the page in a full single-column format.

Figures: The figure caption (e.g., Figure 1.) is placed BELOW the figure. The figure must have a high resolution (minimum 300 DPI) and be clear. As with tables, if a figure is very wide, place it in a full single-column format at the top or bottom of the page.

Formulae and Mathematical Symbols: Formulae or mathematical equations must be created using Microsoft Equation Editor or MathType, not as images. Number each equation sequentially on the right-hand side in parentheses. Example: 

Variables mentioned within the paragraph must be written in italics (e.g., the variable x).
Presentation of Qualitative Data (Interview Transcripts)
Direct quotations from interview transcripts are highly recommended to support your analysis.
· Anonymity: Always maintain participant confidentiality. Use initials or pseudonyms (e.g., "Student A", "Teacher B", "Informant 1").
· Quotation Format: Interview quotations should be presented as a blockquote (indented) and in italics.

This section should provide a strong conclusion to your article, reaffirming the main contribution of your study to the field of education.
